The heart of this feast is found in Chris{
as the light of nations, and in the meetings with
Simeon and Anna (and us). This festival wag
reported in Jerusalem at least as early as tha
year 386, and soon came to include a torchlig
procession and the title of "Meeting" (the
meeting of Jesus with Simeon and Anna)
It was celebrated on February 14, the fortieth
day after Epiphany. A little later, the
commemoration of this event began to bj
observed in Rome on February 2, the fortiet
day after Christmas. The carrying of lights wag
seen here, too, at an early date, giving rise t
the name "Candlemas" or "Light Mass,"
making this day a feast of light. We remembe
not only that Christ is the light of the world, but
that we bear the responsibility to carry the light
of Christ to every corner of the world.

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When we gather for a family celebration, the food which is broughe 1o the feast is, in itself, an ace of love and self-

offering, Preparing the food is also an important aspect of the gathering; perhaps the tasks are shared among many.

We set the table with our best dishes and glassware; we may even bring out our best linens and add flowers and candles.
Usually, we will share often — told stories and use rraditional family recipes. All this contributes to the festivity of the
celebration. Likewise, at our eucharistic celebrations, we retell stories which are vital to our faith, we bring simple food
of bread and wine, and we prepare the table around which we will gather and upon which we will fease.

First, the ministers prepare the altar, or the Lord's table, with lincns, the Roman Misia/, and a chalice. Other Communion
cups may be added. What the table is to the family, the altar is to the Christian communiry. The Gererad Fuitruction of the

Roman Misal states:

The altar, on which is effected the Sacrifice of the Cross made present under sacramental signs, s alsa the
table of the Lord to which the People of God is comvoked to participate in the Mass, as well as the center

of the thanksgiving that is accomplished through the Eucharise (GLEM 296).

When the altar is ready, representatives of the people bring forward the bread and wine that will become the Body and

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The Priest may then incense the gifts, the cross, and the alear itself, signifying the Church’s offering and prayer rising like
incense in the sight of God {cf. GIRM 75; Psalm 141:2; Revelation 8:3-4). If incense is used, the Priest, because of his
sacred ministry, and the people, by reason of their haptismal dignity, may be incensed by the Deacon or by ancther minister,
They are incensed net only to recognize the holiness of all God's people, but also as a sign thar they are to unite themselves
and their prayers with the gifts which will be offered in the cucharistic prayer. The Priest then washes his hands ar the side

of the altar, a rite in which he also asls for interior purification.
