Feast of the Baptism of the Lord 

                   The liturgical season of Christmas Time 

comes to a close with this Sundayõs Feast of the 
Baptism of the Lord. This feast proclaims to us 

what is known as a òtheophany,ó i.e., a           

revelation or manifestation of God in our midst. 

In this particular case, what is revealed is the 
divine Sonship of Jesus as, after His baptism, 

according to St. Lukeõs Gospel, heaven is 
opened and the Holy Spirit descends upon Him 
òin bodily form like a dove.ó As the voice from 

heaven proclaims, òYou are my beloved Son; 
with you I am well pleased,ó Jesus is anointed 

and appointed to His Messianic office, and His 
public ministry commences. 

                  However, we as baptized Christians cannot 
help but remember that our baptism elevates us 
to the status of sons and daughters of God and 

gives us a share in Christõs mission, that of 
bringing the good news to the poor. 

                    On this feast, we should all take a few      
moments to ponder the richness and depth of 

what it means to be baptized. Reflect on these 
statements which come from the General       
Introduction concerning Christian Initiation: 

                                        ǒ òBaptism incorporates us into Christ 
and forms us into Godõs people. This first      

sacrament pardons all our sins, rescues us from 
the power of darkness, and brings us to the     

dignity of adopted children, a new creation 
through water and the Holy Spirit. Hence we 
are called and are indeed the children of 

God.ó (2) 
                                       ǒ òBaptism is the sacrament by which 

its recipients are incorporated into the Church 
and are built up together in the Spirit into a 

house where God lives, into a holy nation and a 
royal priesthood. Baptism is a sacramental bond 
of unity linking all who have been signed by 

it.ó (4) 
                                       ǒ òThose who are baptized are united 

to Christ in a death like his; buried with him in 
death, they are given life again with him, and 

with him they rise again. For baptism recalls 
and makes present the paschal mystery itself, 
because in baptism we pass from the death of 

sin into life.ó (6) 
                       Powerful words indeed! That is why we 

have highlighted baptism on this feast by        
beginning all the Masses with the Rite for the 

Blessing and Sprinkling of Water, except at the 
10:00 a.m. Mass where we will have the        

privilege of actually celebrating the Sacrament 
of Baptism ̍  these should be reminders to us of 

our own baptism. 
                        Pope Francis has encouraged all Catholics 
to know the date of their baptism, and to        

celebrate that day. Do you know yours? Mine is 
September 24! 

                   After today, the Church returns to the       
liturgical season of Ordinary Time, when the 

entire Paschal Mystery in general occupies our 
attention, instead of a particular lens or focus for 
that Mystery (see the next section of this         

column). This segment of Ordinary Time will 
continue until March 2, Ash Wednesday ̍  the 

date for which was announced in the chanted 
Epiphany Proclamation last weekend. Itõs a    

later Ash Wednesday, Lent and Easter this year! 
 

The Liturgical Year: Return to Ordinary Time 

                        So, as Christmas Time concludes and we 
return to the liturgical season of Ordinary Time, 

we must remember that when we use the term 
òOrdinary Timeó it does not mean òordinaryó 

in the sense of òrun-of-the-milló or òbanal;ó    
instead, the term òordinaryó derives from the 

word òordinal,ó which means ònumbered,ó as 
the Sundays in Ordinary Time are numerically 
ordered. 

                          Spiritually, the liturgical time of these     
winter weeks should be anything but empty or 

unproductive; it should be a time in which our 
faith flourishes and grows, ògreening,ó as it 

were, to echo the liturgical color green which is 
worn. During Ordinary Time, the entire Paschal 
Mystery in general occupies our attention,     

instead of celebrating that mystery through a 
particular lens or focus as we do during Advent, 

Christmas, Lent and Easter Time. One of the 
Prefaces (i.e., one of the beginning parts of the 

Eucharistic Prayer) that the priest might use 
during Ordinary Time summarizes well our   
focus during these seven-and-a-half weeks      

before Lent begins; that prayer says, òFor in you 
we live and move and have our being, and while in 

January 9, 2022  
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this body we not only experience the daily effects of 
your care, but even now possess the pledge of life      

eternal.ó During this segment of Ordinary Time, 

our focus is the beginning of Jesusõ public       
ministry and our call to live, move and have our 

being in Him, to follow His example, and to 
make Him known in our life. The Collect 

(Opening Prayer) we will pray on January 23, 
the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time (the 

òSunday of the Word of Godó), expresses this 
call: òDirect our actions according to your good     
pleasure, that in the name of your beloved Son we may 

abound in good works.ó 

                              Pleasing God and abounding in good 

works: the weeks ahead can be a great             

opportunity to make our discipleship visible not 
only through our words, but also through our 

deeds. Letõs make the most of these winter 
months of Ordinary Time by truly putting into 
practice the concrete acts of love and charity the 

Lord Jesus calls us to do. As we all continue to 
struggle with this pandemic which has affected 

so many aspects of our life, we are being called 
to continually believe that we can experience the 

effects of Godõs daily care for us, trusting that 
He is always with us, at every moment, to bring 
us all the strength and hope we need.

                         So, this Sunday is Chris Ferraroõs last day 
with us after his eight years of service as our   

Director of Music. As I have said on so many 
other occasions, Chris has functioned as more 

than just a Director of Music; he has been a true 
pastoral minister, becoming involved in many 
different pastoral and administrative aspects of 

the parish. I have always been grateful for his 
hard work, friendship and support. Of course, 

not to be overlooked is the amazing way he has 
guided our program of liturgical music,            

including all the ministries associated with that, 
during his tenure. The liturgical life of the parish 
has benefitted greatly from Chrisõ expertise and 

superb level of competence in this field. 
                      Weõre officially saying good-bye to Chris at 

the 12:00 Noon Mass this weekend.                 
Unfortunately, due to current circumstances, the 

hospitality we were originally hoping to have 
has been cancelled (we thought it was the      
prudent thing to do), but attendees at that Mass 

will have the opportunity to greet Chris in       

person outdoors after the Mass, on our        
Wellwood Avenue Plaza. If you have the 

chance, come to that Mass, or stop by at about 
1:00 p.m. on the Plaza to offer Chris your       

personal best wishes.

January 9, at 3:00 p.m., following the last Mass

communal spirit! Our Christmas decorations

Journey of Pope Francis to Chile 

Jan. 18, 2018 

Isaiah 62:1-5  

Isaiah likens Israelõs future relationship with the Lord to a marriage. 

Rather than being called Deserted or Desolate ð names that accurately 
describe the city in the depths of judgment ð the people of this nation 
will be named Hephzibah (òMy Delight is in Heró) and Beulah 

(òMarried Oneó). Traditionally, when a bride marries, she receives a 
new name. Even though Israel is already in covenant with the Lord, 

he will give her new names that describe her ultimate spiritual renewal 
and depict the Lordõs profound and everlasting joy in her.  

 

1 Corinthians 12:4-11  

As Paul explains to the Corinthians, there are some features common 

to all charisms or ògifts of the Spiritó despite their diversity. All are 
gifts, that is, they come from grace from outside ourselves; all are 
forms of service that have an intended purpose and effect; and all are 

workings in which God is at work through us towards accomplishing 
his purposes.  

 

John 2:1-11  

In the Gospel of John, a òsignó is his symbolic term for Jesusõ        

wondrous deeds. The Old Testament source of this term derives from 
what the Lord accomplished in the Exodus story, with such signs now 

worked by Jesus as clear indications that he is the Lordõs Messiah. 
John is interested primarily in what these signs point to: Godõs        
intervention in human history in a new way through his Son.
