Taizé Prayer Around the Cross 

    Also on Thursday night of this week we will 

once again pray the very beautiful liturgy of Taizé 
Prayer Around the Cross.

It includes the opportunity for all the 

participants to come forward to venerate the San 
Damiano version of the Cross. If you have        

participated in the past, you know how meaningful 

and fulfilling this prayer experience is. If you have 
never participated, why donõt you give yourself a 

treat and make it a point to be there?

    Have you bought your GOLDEN TICKET 

yet? Tickets are selling at a brisk pace, and, as you 
know, only 500 tickets are sold, so donõt miss out! 

Every year we have folks who wait too long and 

canõt buy a ticket because theyõre all sold out ˈ 
donõt let that happen to you! If you have already 

bought one, how about buying another one, to  
increase your chances of winning, or, after buying 

your individual ticket, going in on a group ticket 

with others? You can make your purchases in   
person at the rectory, or through the mail using the 

ad in the bulletin. 
    Remember that each ticket purchased        

entitles the ticket holder and one (1) guest to attend

were sold ̍  but if you think you could do this,

    Letõs once again make this important      
fundraiser for OLPH a huge success! 

 

Mass Intentions 

    I thought it might be helpful to review with 

you the various options for securing Mass          
intentions. Having a Mass offered for a particular 

intention is a significant part of Catholic           

spirituality, and Mass intentions may be for       
anyone, living or deceased. We ask for an offering 

of $20, not as payment to òbuyó a Mass, but as a 

financial gift for support. 
    There are three types of Mass intentions that 

may be taken: 

Announced Masses 

   This is a Mass set for a specific date and time 
ˈ i.e., one of our Sunday or weekday parish 

Masses. The name of the person(s) for whom we 
are specifically asked to pray at that Mass (the 

òintentionó) is published in the bulletin and        

announced at the Mass. Announced Masses are 
especially suitable for those families or individuals 

who will attend the actual Mass on the day         

appointed. While anyone can arrange for an      
Announced Mass, the availability of these is      
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limited by the number of public Masses offered at 
OLPH in a given year. 

Unannounced Masses 

 These are Masses that will be offered usually 

within the coming year, but at an unspecified date, 
time and place. The priests of the parish offer these 

Masses when they are on retreat, or vacation, or 

on days when they may not have a public Mass, or 
if they concelebrate a Mass, or a summer helping 

priest from another country may take some of 
these intentions, for a Mass to be celebrated in his 

home parish. Thus, there is no specific date or time 

that is promised for these Masses. Unannounced 
Masses might be suitable for cases where the     

family of the named person(s) are not parishioners, 
live some distance away, or would not otherwise 

be able to attend a Mass here on a set day or time. 

The óPerpetual Help Massó ˈ Masses of       

Multiple Intentions  

    As a pastoral response to the problem of    

Announced Mass intentions being filled up and 
parishioners not being able to book an Announced 

Mass, parishes are permitted to take multiple 

Mass intentions for certain Masses. Hereõs the 

way it works at Our Lady of Perpetual Help: 
    1. Each month, one (1) Sunday Mass and 

one (1) weekday Mass are set aside as a Mass that 

will have the opportunity for multiple Mass        
intentions. 

    2. For the sake of giving this a more spiritual 

name than just calling it òmultiple Mass             
intentions,ó these Masses twice a month have been 

designated as òPerpetual Help Mass Intentions.ó 

Note that òPerpetual Help Mass Intentionsó is 

simply a name we have given it; the name does not 
designate anything different or special or òmoreó 

or òlessó than a single Mass intention. From the 

spiritual perspective, it is exactly the same thing as 
a single Mass intention, the only difference being 

that the Church permits more than one intention to 

be taken for that Mass. Otherwise, it is exactly the 
same thing as the other types. 

    3. If someoneõs intention is taken for one of 
these Masses, that person is made aware of the fact 

that other intentions will be remembered along 

with that one. The remembrance of the intention 
will not be diminished in any way, but it will not 

be the only one remembered at that Mass. 

    4. All the intentions for that Mass are       
published in the parish bulletin the week prior       

to the Mass. The intention announced during the 
Universal Prayer (Prayer of the Faithful) during 

Mass will be òFor those enrolled in the Perpetual 

Help Mass Intentions.ó Please note that individual 

names are not announced aloud at the Mass, but 

instead are printed in the bulletin one week in 

advance. 

    5. A maximum of TWELVE (12) intentions 
may be taken for any one òPerpetual Help Mass.ó 

There can be no exceptions to this maximum. 
    All of the above types of Mass intentions 

may be arranged in person at the rectory during 

normal business hours, but you do have to come in 
person to make the booking; we do not book Mass 

intentions over the phone. 

 
Pastorõs Annual Report next weekend 

    Finally, I mention that I will be preaching at 
all the Masses next weekend, including as part of 

the homily my Pastorõs Annual Report. As you 

know, it is my custom to do this each year, in    
order to connect with you, personally, as your   

Pastor, in a spirit of transparency and                 

accountability, concerning different areas of parish 
life. I always try to present a snapshot of where we 

find ourselves in terms of some practicalities and in 
terms of our ministerial life. It is always my hope 

that doing this communicates to you my belief that 

each and every parishioner has a stake in the life of 
the parish, with an important role to play. 

    I hope that in preparation for my remarks 
you had to chance to read the report from our 

Business Manager which was printed in last weekõs 

bulletin. If you did not, you can still find it online 
at our website. 

    Each year I have received positive comments 

about doing the Pastorõs Annual Report, and I 
have been told that parishioners appreciate it. I 

thank you in advance for your interest in, and your 
attentiveness in listening to and receiving, this 

yearõs Pastorõs Annual Report next weekend. 

 
In conclusioné
