MEETING FOR ALL EXTRAORDINARY MINISTERS OF HOLY COMMUNIONñ 

WHETHER CURRENTLY ACTIVE OR NOT 
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APOSTOLIC LETTER OF POPE FRANCIS 
    On June 29, 2022, the Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Pope Francis released his Apostolic    

Letter Desiderio Desideravi, On the Liturgical Formation of the People of God. It is an exquisite     
summary of liturgical theology and a call for serious and vital liturgical formation for all Catholics. In this 

letter, the Holy Father addresses the nature of sacramental encounter, of symbols and symbolic language, 
of the art of celebration, and the need to engage all the baptized in the fruitful celebration of the Paschal 

Mystery. 

    Each week we are presenting a small selection of the letter for your reading and reflection and this 

will continue until the entire text has been presented. The full text can be found on the Vatican website at

    22. The continual rediscovery of the beauty of the Liturgy is not the search for a ritual 

aesthetic which is content by only a careful exterior observance of a rite or is satisfied by a 

scrupulous observance of the rubrics. Obviously, what I am saying here does not wish in any 

way to approve the opposite attitude, which confuses simplicity with a careless banality, or 

what is essential with an ignorant superficiality, or the concreteness of ritual action with an 

exasperating practical functionalism. 

 

    23. Let us be clear here: every aspect of the celebration must be carefully tended to 

(space, time, gestures, words, objects, vestments, song, musicé) and every rubric must be    

observed. Such attention would be enough to prevent robbing from the assembly what is owed 

to it; namely, the paschal mystery celebrated according to the ritual that the Church sets down. 

But even if the quality and the proper action of the celebration were guaranteed, that would 

not be enough to make our participation full. 

POPE FRANCIS ON LITURGICAL FORMATION  

October 23, 2022  

   Every year on Pentecost, a group of adults completes their 
initiation into the Church by receiving the Sacrament of        

Confirmation. By Confirmation, the baptized are joined more 

perfectly to the Church and strengthened in their faith. Catholics 
who have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation should 

receive it before being married.  

   Preparation for receiving Confirmation as an adult includes 
ten hours of classroom meeting, weekly attendance at Mass and 

additional study through Catholic instructional material such as 

the Formed multimedia platform. Classes meet in the evenings, usually twice a month, 

with some outside reading and preparation required. A fee of $20 covers the cost of 
books and materials.

Globally, Religious Freedom is Under Siege 
 

    According to a 2022 Pew Research Center report, over 75% of the world's population live in 
countries with high or very high governmental and/or societal restrictions on religious freedom. 

Throughout the Middle East, Church leaders ̍  from Jerusalem to Iraq ̍  are concerned that the 
Christian population is emigrating at alarming rates. The very birthplace of Christianity now faces the 
serious threat of losing its heritage because Christians are fleeing systematic violence in their        

homeland.(1) 
    In Southeast Asia and Africa, the countries of Myanmar and Nigeria are now seeing the most 

brutal persecution. "Myanmar authorities brutalized us," said a 30-year-old Muslim refugee. "They 
burned down our houses, raped our mothers and sisters, burned our children. We took shelter in 

Bangladesh to escape that brutality."(2) These killings by the Myanmar military led to over 700,00 
Rohingya Muslims into overcrowded, disease-ridden camps. 
    Christians are the particular target of persecution in Nigeria. More Christians are killed for their 

faith in Nigeria than in the rest of the world combined.(3) "Nigeria is currently one of the scariest 
places to be a Christian," says an Open Door's analyst. "The country has witnessed an explosion of 

violence in recent months. Attacks are happening almost on a daily basis...[This] is what is            
happening across West Africa ̍  the agenda, and the process and model of persecution are being    

implemented elsewhere with impunity."(4) 
    "The United Nations estimates that over 82 million people are forcibly displaced worldwide, 
the highest number on record. Many are displaced due to conflicts, real or manufactured, over              

religion..."(5)

Reflexiones de las lecturas del domingo 27 de octubre del 2022 

 
El Señor está a nuestro lado y nos fortalece. 

El Señor nos librará de todo mal y nos llevará con toda seguridad a su reino celestial. 

Que el Señor esté siempre con ustedes. 

Primera Lectura (Eclesiastés 35,15b-17.29-22a): La Oración de los Humildes Atraviesa las Nubes 

Dios oye la oración de los humildes que son conscientes de su pobreza ante Dios. 

 

Segunda Lectura (2nd Timoteo 4,6-8. 16-18): He Combatido Bien mi Combate hasta el Fin 
Pablo sabe que se acerca ya el fin de su vida. Ha permanecido fiel a Dios, su esperanza. Profesa su fe y su confianza en Dios, 

que le ha sido fiel hasta el fin. 

 

Evangelio (Lucas 18,9-14): Dios Escucha a los Que Son Conscientes de su Pobreza  

Dios rechaza la oración de la persona pagada de sí misma, con aires de superioridad moral, pero escucha la del pecador cons-

ciente y reconocedor de su pobreza interior. 

Con demasiada frecuencia pretendemos ser mejores de lo que realmente somos. Nos ponemos máscaras y no nos atrevemos a 

mostrar nuestra verdadera identidad, ni siquiera ante Dios. Hoy, en la parábola del fariseo y del publicano, el Señor nos da el 

siguiente mensaje: Pónganse ante Dios tal como son; sean humildes y honestos con ustedes mismos, y así aprenderán a vivir 

sin pretensiones ante Dios y ante la gente que les rodea. Tal actitud nos acerca más, sin falsedad, a Dios, a nosotros mismos y 

a nuestros hermanos. Pidamos al Señor que escuche hoy nuestra oración.  

2. El fariseo y el publicano: La parábola comienza con la frase: òA algunos que se ten²an por justos y despreciaban a los dem§s les 

dijo esta parábola". Lucas se refiere, simultáneamente al tiempo de Jesús y a su tiempo, en el que las comunidades de tradición 

antigua despreciaban a las personas que procedían del paganismo (Hch 15,1-5). Dos hombres suben al templo a orar: un fari-

seo y un publicano. En aquella época, se decía que un publicano no valía para nada y no podía dirigirse a Dios, porque era 

una persona impura. En la parábola, el fariseo agradece a Dios por ser mejor que los otros. Su oración es un elogio de sí mis-

mo, de sus buenas cualidades y un desprecio de los demás. El publicano no se atrevía ni siquiera a levantar los ojos, sino que 

se golpeaba el pecho diciendo: "Dios mío, ten compasión de mí, que soy un pecador".  Si Jesús hubiera preguntado a la gente, 

¿quién volvió reconciliado?, todos hubieran dicho: "El fariseo". Jesús piensa diferente: Quien volvió reconciliado con Dios no 

fue el fariseo, sino el publicano. De nuevo, Jesús pone todo al revés. 
 

3. El problema del fariseo es lo que no dice. No cuenta nada sobre sus pecados. Solamente tiene en cuenta sus méritos. Peor 

aún, se compara con el pecador, afirmando que Dios lo escucha a él y no al pecador. El fariseo no tiene cómo ser perdonado, 

pues, ¡ni siquiera ha tomado conciencia de sus pecados! El cobrador de impuestos, al contrario, tiene ojos para ver sus peca-

dos. Su única petición es de misericordia, es decir, pedir perdón.  La parábola pone en escena los dos extremos de la sociedad 

judía: el fariseo, que se juzga justo y perfecto, y el cobrador de impuestos, que era 

considerado marginal por su propio oficio de recaudar impuestos para el Imperio 

romano opresor. Hay en Lucas, por tanto, una llamada a la humildad dirigida a 

aquellos que están seguros de ser justos por sus obras y que hacen además alarde de 

su «justicia» frente a los que parecen estar fuera de la ley (15,7; 16,15).

Wisdom 11:22-12:2 
The author of the Book of Wisdom gives us a reflection on Godõs             
mercy.   The starting point is the greatness of God, for whom the entire     
universe is a grain or a drop of dew, yet nevertheless loves and cares for us 
frail creatures as a mother loves her children.  In Godõs eyes, we are good 
because he made us, a goodness that precedes any action or accomplishment 
on our part.  We donõt earn worthiness; it is bestowed on us as an essential 
aspect of who we are.  As such, God is the ideal parent who never ceases to 
coax us to repentance òlittle by little.ó  We are invited to run from sin to taste 
the sweetness of Godõs mercy. 
 

2 Thessalonians 1:11-2:2 
This reading is made up of two long sentences that donõt seem to have       
anything to do with each other.  The first is an assurance of Paulõs prayers 
for the church at Thessalonica and the second is a straight-forward warning 
not to be misled and upset by false teaching.  But both sentences show how 
much Paul cares for this fledgling church that he helped establish.  Because 
of his paternal concern, Paul seeks to sustain the church by his prayers.  He 
then quickly addresses a serious matter that has greatly upset the community 
by way of a forged letter that has been circulating claiming the òend timesó 
have come.  Paulõs goal is to protect them from this lie and assure them the 
end is not yet upon them.  He confronts false teaching with the zeal and   
urgency of a protective parent. 
 

Luke 19:1-10 
The Gospel story today is the familiar and beloved account of Zacchaeusõ 
meeting with Jesus. So much rested on his decision to climb that tree in     
order to see Jesus.  What if he hadnõt?  But he wanted to òsee who Jesus 
wasó and so he made every effort to get more than a quick look at him or just 
hear his voice as one of the crowd. That experience changed his 
life. Unprodded, Zacchaeus offers restitution for all his thieving as a chief tax 
collector.  As in the first reading from Wisdom, God never stops inviting his 
children to repentance. Happy the person who takes up this invitation and                  
believes!  Happy the person for whom Jesus can say, òToday salvation has 
come to this house!ó
