Election Day and Catholic voting 

   Tuesday of this week, November 8, is Election 
Day. Please be sure to vote. The privilege we have in 
being able to cast our ballot is too important, and the 
price that has been paid and the sacrifices that have 
been made to achieve and maintain that freedom, are 
all too precious  to be disregarded. In addition, we have 
the responsibility to shape political choices in this     
election in light of Catholic teaching. Keep in mind the 
dual heritage we have as both faithful Catholics and 
American citizens who have both rights and duties to 
participate in the civil order. 
   As you cast your votes in this election, please do 
so keeping in mind the values we must adhere to as        
Catholics. Become informed of the issues and find out 
where the candidates and the parties stand, and how a 
candidateõs and a partyõs position is or is not consistent 
with Catholic values and Catholic Church teaching.  
Issues concerning the right to life, religious freedom 
and the ability of the Church to exercise her ministry in    
society without government coercion that would force 
her to act against her teachings are among the most     
serious issues that we must take into consideration. We 
have to consider the appropriateness of voting for       
candidates who promote policies that are in direct      
contradiction to Catholic moral teaching, such as their 
support of abortion, for example, or their support of the 
use of government power which would hinder the       
mission of the Church or encroach on the free exercise 
of religion. 
   The Catholic Bishops of the United States have put 
together information for us, to guide our conscience     
formation in this area. Forming Consciences for Faithful     

Citizenship is their teaching document on the political    

responsibility of Catholics, and it can be found at 
www.usccb.org. Once on that site, click on òIssues and 
Action,ó and then click on òFaithful Citizenship.ó 
Please be sure to check it out. 
 
Veterans Day 

   This Friday, November 11, is Veterans Day, a      
holiday to honor American veterans. How important it 
is for us to take the time to thank all veterans for the        
beautiful service they have given! 
   The origin of this holiday harkens back to           
November 1919 when President Woodrow Wilson     
proclaimed November 11 as the first commemoration 
of Armistice Day, to note the end of World War I (then 
dubbed òthe war to end all warsó). November 11      
became a legal holiday in 1938, a day to be dedicated to 
the cause of world peace and to be officially known as 
òArmistice Day.ó In 1954, Congress changed the name 
of the holiday to Veterans Day. Although it was        
observed as a Monday holiday for a few years in the    
early 1970õs, President Gerald Ford signed legislation in 
1975 to return the annual observance of Veterans Day 

to its original date of November 11, due to its historic 
and patriotic significance to so many citizens, and so 
the holiday has thus again been celebrated on            
November 11, regardless of the day of the week on 
which it falls, since 1978. 
   We should be sure that we take this opportunity to 
honor our veterans of military service, as we recognize 
them and thank them for their patriotism, their love of 
our country, and their willingness to serve and sacrifice 
for freedom and the common good of us all. Weõre 
pleased and proud to be offering a special blessing for 
all veterans at all our Masses this weekend, and again at 
the two weekday Masses, 6:30 a.m. and 12:15 p.m., on   
Friday, November 11. God bless all our veterans, and 
THANK YOU for your service!  
 
Pastorõs Annual Report last weekend 

   Last weekend I presented my Pastorõs Annual    
Report at all the Masses, and I present now a recap of 
some of the main points of that talk. 
   Perhaps most telling is that itõs clear there are 
some ways our parish is indeed different compared to 
the way things were pre-pandemic. For example,      
believe it or not, the number of registered families has 
gone down, and, as far as we can tell, itõs because      
people are moving away to places such as Florida or 
North Carolina. Our weekly Mass attendance is down 
30%; so, in addition to those who moved away, many 
people, perhaps those who came to Mass only          
occasionally, simply did not come back after Covid. 
Also, like all other parishes, our older parishioners are 
going home to God, but the younger folks are not   
coming in to fill up those seats. The enrollment in our  
Religious Education Program is down, but not because 
great numbers are going to other parishes; our lower 
enrollment is consistent with the school district         
enrollment ˈ there are simply fewer children in        
Lindenhurst than in the past. 
   All of this has affected our parish ministries. Parish 
life is still vibrant, and we have extraordinarily           
dedicated offerers, but parish life is what I would call 
òsomewhat leaneró than it was pre-pandemic. Some 
ministries did not resume after Covid, either due to 
Covid or because those involved moved away or passed 
on. Numbers of people involved have gone down in the 
ministries that did continue. I donõt say all of this to be 
a downer, but it is a fact. The good news is that, again, 
we have strong, dedicated faith-filled offerers who    
continue to work so hard and offer so much, so that we 
as a parish do indeed continue to respond to the Lord 
as he calls us. Although, to be honest, we face the same 
problem as virtually every other parish I know of: itõs 
the same small number of people who get a lot done 
around here.  
   Finances continue to be extremely difficult, and,  
although it has always been that way for so, so many

years, the pandemic certainly did not help. Collections 
revenue is down about 5% compared to pre-pandemic, 
and overall total revenue is down 7%; the 12-month      
operating results for 2022 show a deficit. Cash flow is, 
as it has always been, the major problem; as I have said 
each year to you, we continue to live hand-to-mouth. 
Weõre constantly living one step away from going      
under, but somehow weõre doing it. The only reason 
that weõve been able to stay at this level at all is because 
of the aggressive fund raising and begging that we do. 
All of you are so generous with things like the Summer 
Appeal, the Golden Ticket, the Super 72, and I canõt 
thank you enough for that. The most important thing 
we can do is to keep up with our weekly offerings, and 
perhaps even increase them a little bit each year. If you 
can offer a weekly increase this year, I would be       
extremely grateful.  
   The biggest event on the horizon which will affect 
us will be the sale of the Convent, which looks like a  
reality. We have a buyer, and I have signed the        
contract, and plans call for the closing to take place by 
January 31, 2023. The Finance Committee, along with 
other leadership with whom I will consult, will advise 
me of the best use of those funds from the sale, as we 
try to find that òsweet spotó that will allow us to be on a 
better financial footing into the future, while at the 
same time using some of the money now for some 
much-needed renovations and repairs, to keep our   
physical plant in good shape ̍  fixing leaks, taking care 
of necessary maintenance, and so on. Youõll be hearing 
more about that within the next few months, as I will 
keep you informed, so keep watching the bulletin, as 
always. 
   When all is said and done, I do not in any way 
mean to paint a picture of doom and gloom; just the  
opposite. There is so much to be hope-filled and        
positive about! We should not compare present reality 
with some idealized vision that cannot be, and we 
should not waste time lamenting that post-pandemic is 
not the same reality as pre-pandemic. Instead, we 
should see all the good things that are in front of us. 
Christ is with us, and always will be. He is visiting us, 
saving us, empowering us, and calling us to meet the 
challenges of today as they are present to us. And I 
know we will meet those challenges, because of all of 
you ˈ good, good people, who love Christ and who do 
your best to follow him. You good, good people are so 
generous and so faith-filled, and itõs because of each 
and every one of you that we have so much to look  
forward to as we continue to build up the Kingdom of 
God here in Lindenhurst.

The announcements of priestsõ names and prayers are  broken into half-hour segments. 
You may come and go whenever you choose. Pray for the priests who have helped you 
throughout your life, the ones who are assisting you now, and those for the future. 

The new boxes of Childrenõs Envelopes for the upcoming liturgical year are now available! Children 
should use these envelopes to make their offering in the weekly collection basket at Mass, in addition to their    
familyõs offering. 

The purpose of the envelopes is not a money-raising one, but rather to provide parents a tool to reinforce 
in their children the idea of stewardship for their Church and responsible giving toward others. Itõs a great way to 
teach children the value of being thankful for the gifts God gives us and the importance of sharing the abundance 
of those gifts with others. Ideally, the money ñ whatever amount is placed in the envelope (there is no minimum 
or maximum!) ñ comes from the children themselves, e.g., out of their allowance, rather than being just handed to 

them from the parents. In this way, Christian attitudes are nourished in the children, and this can be yet another 
avenue for parents and children to discuss responsible Christian living. 

New boxed sets of Childrenõs Envelopes for the entire new liturgical year (starting with Advent 2022) 

are now available in baskets throughout the church. Families who wish to use them should simply take a box 
which contains envelopes for the entire year, with the children then returning one envelope each week, dropping it 
in the collection basket at Mass. The envelope should have the childõs name and amount of the offering written on 
it. The design on the envelope may be colored in and decorated in other ways if desired. The amount collected in 
the childrenõs envelopes is published in the bulletin each week. As with the usual collection offerings, the money 
will go toward supporting the mission of and programs at OLPH. 
            Encourage your children to use these envelopes as a way of growing in Christian stewardship and            
responsibility!

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APOSTOLIC LETTER OF POPE FRANCIS 
   On June 29, 2022, the Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Pope Francis released his Apostolic Letter 
Desiderio Desideravi, On the Liturgical Formation of the People of God. It is an exquisite summary of     
liturgical theology and a call for serious and vital liturgical formation for all Catholics. In this letter, the 
Holy Father addresses the nature of sacramental encounter, of symbols and symbolic language, of the art 
of celebration, and the need to engage all the baptized in the fruitful celebration of the Paschal Mystery. 
   Each week we are presenting a small selection of the letter for your reading and reflection and this will 
continue until the entire text has been presented.

 The need for a serious and vital liturgical formation 

    27. Therefore, the fundamental question is this: how do we recover the capacity to live          

completely the liturgical action? This was the objective of the Councilõs reform. The challenge is       
extremely demanding because modern people ñ not in all cultures to the same degree ñ have lost the 

capacity to engage with symbolic action, which is an essential trait of the liturgical act. 
 

    28. With post-modernity people feel themselves even more lost, without references of any sort, 

lacking in values because they have become indifferent, completely orphaned, living a fragmentation 
in which an horizon of meaning seems impossible. And so it is even more weighed down by the      

burdensome inheritance that the previous epoch left us, consisting in individualism and subjectivism 
(which evokes once again the Pelagian and gnostic problems). It consists also in an abstract             

spiritualism which contradicts human nature itself, for a human person is an incarnate spirit and  
therefore as such capable of symbolic action and of symbolic understanding. 

 

    29. It is with this reality of the modern world that the Church, united in Council, wanted to     

enter into contact, reaffirming her awareness of being the sacrament of Christ, the Light of the nations 

(Lumen gentium), putting herself in a devout listening to the Word of God (Dei Verbum), and recognizing 

as her own the joys and the hopes (Gaudium et spes) of the people of our times. The great Constitutions of 

the Council cannot be separated one from the other, and it is not an accident that this single huge     
effort at reflection by the Ecumenical Council ñ which is the highest expression of synodality in the 

Church and whose richness I, together with all of you, am called to be the custodian ñ began with 
reflection on the Liturgy. (Sacrosanctum Concilium)

CATHOLICS FOR FREEDOM OF RELIGION 

Some Good News for Religious Freedom 
 A California judge has ruled in favor of a Christian cake designer in the latest court decision     
regarding the conflict between religious freedom and same-sex marriage.(1) This is the latest in a 
series of court decisions over several years regarding wedding vendors ˈ such as cake designers, 
florists, photographers and artists ̍  who refuse to use their creative talents for same-sex              
ceremonies because of their biblically-based belief that marriage is only between a man and a    
woman. 
 The evidence showed that the baker, Cathy Miller, both employs and serves LGBT people but 

that she has a long-standing policy for refusing to bake cakes that violate her Christian beliefs.(2) 
    òThe State asks this court to compel Miller to use her talents to design and create a cake she has not yet            
conceived with the knowledge that her work will be displayed in a celebration of a marital union her religion forbids,ó 
wrote the Superior Court Judge. òFor this court to force such compliance would do violence to the essentials of Free 
Speech guaranteed under the First Amendment.ó(3) 
 

Some Bad News for Religious Freedom 
    A Colorado Christian baker, Jack Phillips, who won a partial victory of 7-2 at the U.S. Supreme Court in 2018 
when he declined to create a wedding cake for a same-sex couple, is now on trial for refusing to design a transgender 
birthday cake for a woman who requested a specialized cake in honor of her gender transition. Phillipsõ attorney from 
Alliance Defending Freedom explained that forcing him to create a message contrary to his religious beliefs violates his 
right to free speech. Phillips also objects to making cakes with other messages he opposes, including Halloween items.(4) 

    "It's one thing to be sued repeatedly; it's another to watch your family suffer harassment and face death threats, be 
forced to lay off longtime employees, and lose a substantial part of your business," reads a statement from Alliance   
Defending Freedom (ADF).(5) "No American should be bullied or banished from the marketplace simply for living and 
working consistently with their faith," ADF stated. "Opponents of religious freedom want to strip away our freedom to 
live and work consistently with our deeply held beliefs.... Praise God that Jack refused to give up his freedom without a 
fight. He knows it's not just his own religious freedom on the line ̍  it's yours too."(6)

Reflexiones de las lecturas del domingo 6 de noviembre del 2022  

Que el propio Señor Jesucristo, y Dios nuestro Padre, que nos ha amado, les conforten a ustedes y les fortalezca  
en todo lo bueno que hacen y dicen. 
Que su alegría y esperanza esté siempre con ustedes 
Estamos ya en los momentos finales del ano Litúrgico, por eso aparecen ya los temas de la esperanza y la resurrección 
futura. El evangelio de hoy confirma, contra determinadas corrientes del pensamiento judío, que los muertos volverán a 
la vida. Y esa fue la convicción que dio fuerza a los siete jóvenes Macabeos, cuya experiencia parece comentar pablo en 
la ep²stola, cuando dice El òSe¶or que es fiel os dar§ la fortaleza y os librar§ del maloó 
 

 

Primera Lectura (2 Macabeos 7,1-2. 9-14): Dios Nos Resucitará para Vivir para Siempre 
    Aún antes de la venida de Cristo, mujeres y jóvenes prefirieron morir antes que renegar de su fe en Dios e ir contra su 
ley, pues estaban seguros de que Dios los resucitaría y restauraría sus cuerpos torturados. 
 
 

Segunda Lectura (2 Tesalonicenses 2, 16 ð 3, 5): La Esperanza en el Amor de Dios Nos Sostiene 

    San Pablo anima a los cristianos de Tesalónica a mantenerse firmes en la fe y esperanza, incluso en las pruebas, por-
que el amor de Dios es eterno. 
 

 

Evangelio (Lucas 20,27-38): Porque, cuando resuciten de entre los muertos, ni se casarán (*) ni serán dadas en matri-
monio' (Mc 12, 25). Cristo pronuncia estas palabras, que tienen un significado clave para la teología del cuerpo, después 
de haber afirmado, en la conversación con los saduceos, que la resurrección corresponde a la potencia del Dios viviente. 
Los tres evangelios sinópticos refieren el mismo anunciado, sólo que la versión de Lucas se diferencia en algunos deta-
lles de la de Mateo y Marcos. Para los tres es esencial la constatación de que, en la futura resurrección, los hombres, 
después de haber vuelto a adquirir sus cuerpos en la plenitud de la perfección propia de la imagen y semejanza de Dios 
después de haberlos vuelto a adquirir en su masculinidad y feminidad, 'ni se casarán ni serán dados en matrimonio'. 
Lucas, en el capítulo 20, 34-35, expresa la misma idea con las palabras siguientes: 'Los hijos de este siglo toman mujeres 
y maridos, Pero los juzgados dignos de tener parte en aquel siglo y en la resurrección de los muertos, ni tomaran muje-
res ni maridos'. 

La fe cristiana tiene un comienzo en la resurrección de Jesús. La iglesia que brota de allí es la fuerza para seguirlo hasta 
la cruz, de tal modo que nosotros mismos participemos en la resurrección de los muertos este es el principio y el final 
del dinamismo de la vida cristianaó en efecto 
si cristo no resucito, la fe de ustedes es vana; 
est§n todav²a en sus pecadosó la resurrecci·n 
consiste en estaró siempre con el se¶or por el 
cual ya vivimos en el don del Espíritu, Dice 
Pablo: òPara m² la vida es Cristo porque òya 
no vivo yo sino Cristo quien vive en mí. La 
vida que vivo en el presente en la carne, la 
vivo en la fe del hijo de Dios que me amo y se 
entrego así mismo por mi: testigo de la resu-
rrección es la definición más hermosa del 
Apóstol.

Malachi 3:19-20a 

Hearing about the end-times is an important concern of these final weeks in 

the liturgical year.  Itõs appropriate that as we approach the end of the year we 

contemplate the end of time in order to remind ourselves that Christ will in 

fact return and no one knows when that day will be.  The words of the prophet 

Malachi are meant to trouble the comfortable who have grown   lukewarm in 

their faith after their return from the exile in Babylon.  His words are meant to 

rouse them, and us, and warn that the day of the Lord is near when the fire of 
Godõs love both purifies the land of evildoers and heals those who fear his 

name. 
 

2 Thessalonians 3:7-12 

Sometimes Paul writes of very lofty theological matters and sometimes          

he writes of very practical ones. Today we hear some practical                      

advice.  Apparently in Thessalonica there were some freeloaders who were 

taking advantage of the generosity of the Christian community there.  Paul 

points to himself, not arrogantly, but as a worthy example of one who worked 
day and night to make his own living even as he spread the good news of    

Jesus.  He did not claim any privilege, even though he could have, but refused 

to in order to teach the community members through actions  rather than 

words a clear message: no work means no food.  To those who prefer being 

busybodies instead of being busy, Paul say to hush up and get to work! 
 

Luke 21:5-19 

Throughout his ministry, Jesus repeated that his kingdom was not of this 

earth.  Though he was concerned about the day to day life of his followers, he 
never stopped pointing to a day in the future when life on earth will be 

changed forever, the day of the Lord that Malachi spoke about.  Such        

awareness is healthy and necessary for all mature believers.  But Jesus also 

realized that there would be deceivers and false prophets who would claim to 

know what will happen and when even though Jesus himself was not          

privileged to know this.  He does paint a grim picture of what will happen ð 

wars, earthquakes, famines, plagues, and the persecution of believers even at 

the hands of their loved ones and family.  Regarding all this, Jesus counsels 

calm, for all that believers need will be given to them.  With the warning of 
dire times ahead comes the promise that perseverance brings salvation.

Gospel Reflection  

After reading next Sundayõs        

readings and Gospel, take some time 

to pray on them before you come to 

Mass. Use the questions below to aid 

your reflection. 
 

1. Jesus says, òRemember, you 

are not to prepare your defense             
beforehand, for I myself shall give 
you a wisdom in speaking.ó How 
does this statement and òNot a 
hair of your head will perishó  
impact your trust in God? 
 
2. Are Jesusõ words relevant for us 
today in the 21st century? What 
does Pope Francis say are the two           
important points for us in this        
Gospel? 
 

First, not to let oneself be fooled by 
false prophets nor to be paralyzed 
by fear.  Second, to live this time of 
expectation as a time of witness 
and perseverance. é 

 
This second aspect challenges us as 
Christians and as a Church: Jesus  
predicts that his disciples will have 
to suffer painful trials and         
persecution for his sake. He       
reassures them, however, saying: 
òNot a hair of your head will                    
perishó (Gospel). This reminds us 
that we are completely in Godõs 
hands! The trials we encounter for 
our faith and our commitment to 
the Gospel are occasions to give 
witness; we must not distance   
ourselves from the Lord, but     
instead abandon ourselves even 
more to him, to the power of his 
Spirit and his grace.
