                   Our hearts continue to break as we witness the

this in history, it seems unimaginable that it would 

actually be taking place in our times. We pray that 
this evil being perpetrated will soon end. 

 

Third Sunday of Lent 

                      Weõre a good way into Lent now.  Simplicity, 

a focus on conversion, renewal and new life, and a 
journey toward thirsting for the waters of the    

renewal of our baptism are all elements that 
should characterize these days in the desert with 

the Lord. Letõs once again turn to the prayers of 

the Mass to express for us the meaning of the  
journey we are on. 

                              In the Collect (Opening Prayer) for the 

Third Sunday of Lent, we petition God that òwe 
who are bowed down by our conscience may always be 

lifted up by your mercy.ó Notice how clearly the 

prayer reminds us that God always runs to meet 

us with His forgiveness, lifting us up out of sin, 
when we are weighed down by our wrongdoing. 

Godõs grace is stronger than our sin, and Godõs 

power to bring us back is stronger than our       
waywardness when we stray from Him. 

                               The Prayer over the Offerings reminds us of 
an important aspect of receiving Godõs              

forgiveness: that as recipients of forgiveness and 

mercy, we must also then become, in turn, agents 
who bestow that same mercy and forgiveness on 

others. In that prayer we prayed, òBe pleased, O 
Lord, with these sacrificial offerings, and grant that we 

who beseech pardon for our own sins, may take care to 

forgive our neighbor.ó In order to rightly bring our 

òsacrificial offeringsó ˈ i.e., in order to celebrate 

Mass worthily, which involves making a suitable 
and authentic offering of self ̍  we must be       

reconciled with our brothers and sisters with 
whom we celebrate. We who have been forgiven 

must in turn forgive others. 

                           This mercy and forgiveness of God, and the 
sharing of that mercy and forgiveness with others, 

leads to new life, now and in the life to come. We 

can never forget that the Eucharist is always a 
pledge of the life to come; thus, in the Prayer after 

Communion we pray, òAs we receive the pledge of 
things yet hidden in heaven and are nourished while still 
on earth with the Bread that comes from on high, we 

humbly entreat you, O Lord, that what is being brought 
about in us in mystery may come to true completion.ó 

The Eucharist we celebrate here on earth is always 

a foretaste of the eternal banquet of which we 
hope to partake one day in heaven. 

                              As always, there are so many rich spiritual 
themes to be derived from reflecting on and      

praying over the prayers we use at Mass, and I 

encourage you to do so as a part of your Lenten 
meditations this week. 

 
Catholic Ministries Appeal 2022 

                       As you know from your attendance at Mass 

this weekend, we are kicking off the 2022 Catholic 
Ministries Appeal here at OLPH. 

                        The first thing I need to say, though, is a very 

heart-felt and emphatic THANK YOU, THANK 

YOU, THANK YOU concerning last yearõs      

Appeal; all of you continued to be so very         

generous, even in the face of the horrendous     

economic conditions you are dealing with. As a 
result of your generosity in the 2021 Catholic    

Ministries Appeal, OLPH received back a total of 

$28,286.46 in rebate money from the 2021     
Catholic Ministries Appeal. Although thatõs in the 

neighborhood of $23,000 less than what was     
normal in past years before the pandemic, we still 

managed to go over goal (although not as much as 

usual) and receive a nice rebate back. OLPH     
PARISHIONERS ARE THE BEST! I want you 

to know how sincerely grateful I am to everyone 

who participated, especially since, as you know, 
the parish continues to see a significant reduction 

in income, and therefore this rebate money helps 
us a great deal. 

                       The goal we have been assigned this year is 

$114,600 ̍  a whopping $3,000 higher than last 

year. I know how difficult it can be for many of 

you to hear this appeal at this time, and many of 
you have commented that you would prefer to, or 

actually might, just give an amount directly to 

OLPH where we would keep 100% of it. All that 

I am asking is that you give to the Catholic  

Ministries Appeal as best you can, and, if      

possible, go back to giving what you gave        

pre-pandemic. 

                         The fact remains that the more we raise in 
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the Catholic Ministries Appeal, the more we are 
helping our beloved OLPH, because of the rebate 

formula. When we reach our goal of $114,600, we 
receive back 20% of that amount; then, if we go 

over goal, we receive back 80% of everything that 

is raised over the goal amount. We are again 
counting desperately on this income from the 

Catholic Ministries Appeal  rebate to help keep us 

financially solvent, especially since diocesan bills 
continue to come in, bills such as our Diocesan 

Assessment (over $100,000 each year), our        
Diocesan Non-School Assessment (over $120,000 

each year), and there continues to be, without   

reductions, costs for liability and insurance in the 
tens of thousands, to say nothing about increased 

utility costs, as any homeowner is aware. As the       

Finance Committee described in their letter      
several weeks ago, the parish is facing a minimum 

of a $50,000 shortfall for the current budget year 
ending August 31, 2022.  You can see why every 

bit of income, including that which comes from 

the Catholic Ministries Appeal rebate, is so       
important to us. 

                          I thank you for whatever support you can 

give to the Catholic Ministries Appeal once again 
this year. 

 
Solemnity of the Annunciation of the Lord, March 25 

                     We interrupt Lent this Friday, March 25, for 

the Solemnity of the Annunciation of the Lord. 
On this Solemnity, we remember when the angel 

brought to Mary the amazing news that she would 
be the mother of Godõs Son. On this day, as in 

Christmas Time, we contemplate the wonder of 

the Incarnation: in Jesus, God took on our flesh, 
becoming like us in all things but sin. While itõs a 

Solemnity of the Lord, itõs also a day to give 

thanks to and for Mary, who gave her òyesó ˈ 
òBehold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it 

be done to me according to your word,ó as we 
hear in the Gospel for the day. 

                       Itõs no little wonder, then, that throughout     

history, so many artists have chosen to depict the 
Annunciation as a moment of decision that 

changed the world forever. The Solemnity of the                
Annunciation of the Lord reminds us of the supple 

heart of Mary, who trusted and who welcomed 

the gift of Godõs indwelling and new life in Christ. 
For me, this Marian spirituality is summed up  

perfectly in St. Augustineõs statement that the    

Virgin Mary conceived Jesus in her heart before 
He was conceived in her womb. Think about how 

we need to conceive Jesus in our heart ̍ in other 

words, how we need to be more open to Godõs 
will for us and Godõs direction to us. 

                           As always, the words of the Mass prayers 
bring into focus for us a proper spirituality and     

theology of the day. The words of the Collect 

(Opening Prayer) reflect the understanding that as 
a result of the Incarnation, humanity is given a 

share in divinity; that prayer asks, insofar as God 

willed that His Word should take on human flesh, 
that òéwe, who confess our Redeemer to be God and 

man, may merit to become partakers even in his divine 
nature.ó 

                       The Prayer over the Offerings notes that the 
Churchõs beginnings lie in the moment of the        

Incarnation (interesting thought: Pentecost is often 

thought of as the òbirthdayó of the Church, but, in 
some sense, the Annunciation is a kind of 

òbirthday,ó too). There is so much richness in the 
themes for this Solemnity! 

                     Two final notes concerning the Masses on  

Monday. First, the Creed is said in observance of 
the Solemnity. This Mass is one of two times (the 

other being at the Masses on the Nativity 
[Christmas]) when all genuflect, instead of bow, at 

the words of the Incarnation during the Creed. 

Second, because of the high liturgical rank of this 
day, we will have music at our 12:15 p.m. Mass 

on Friday, so we can properly observe the         

Solemnity. 
 

Adult Faith Formation: The Responsorial Psalms of 

Lent 

                    Remember to attend our sessions focused on 

the Responsorial Psalms during Lent. Itõs never 
too late to hop on board; each week is its own  

little session, so you can come at any time. What a 
great opportunity to commit to enrich your       

celebration of Sunday Mass! It takes place         

between the 10:00 a.m. and 12:00 Noon Masses 
(so, it starts at about 11:15 a.m.) in the North    

Sacristy in the church. Look for the information 

about this elsewhere in this bulletin, and be sure to 
come to one or more of the sessions.

                     Friday night Stations continues this coming  

Friday, March 25; look for the information           
elsewhere in this bulletin. Our thanks go to all the 

parish groups who are taking a turn to lead the 
Stations on Friday nights. This is a great Lenten 

spiritual practice to participate in. Come to       

Stations together as a family each Friday night, 
making it an opportunity for family prayer time 
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together! 
                    Also, plan to attend the special Easter Time  

devotion we are adding this year, the Via Lucis, 
the Stations of the Resurrection. These will be 

prayed on Friday within the Octave of Easter 

(òEaster Fridayó), April 22. 
 

Here's your weekly Confession reminder!  

                    This coming week weõll reach the half-way 
point of Lent. What are your plans for getting to           

Confession if you have not already gone? Iõll            
highlight Monday of Holy Week, April 11, as       

possibly the BEST time to go to Confession,     

because all the priests will be available constantly 
from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. and then again 6:00 to 

9:00 p.m. on that day. There are the Saturday 

times, too, and, of course, as  always, you can call 
or e-mail one of the priests and make a separate 

appointment to see him for Confession. 
 

Offer to have your feet washed on Holy Thursday 

                 We are resuming our custom of having people 
offer to have their feet washed at our  Holy    

Thursday Mass of the Lordõs Supper. Donõt be shy 
or embarrassed about this; there are many spiritual 

blessings that come your way by participating in 

the Mass in this manner. 
                             We always try to get a good                         

cross-representation of parishioners, so weõre       

looking for young and old, boys and girls, men 
and women, actively-involved and not-so-actively-

involvedéyou name it! You can respond by     
returning the response coupon found elsewhere in 

this bulletin. Keep in mind that since we always 

try to have a cross-representation of the parish, 
you may not get called this year because we want 

to balance out our representation of ages, gender, 
parish involvements, etc. If youõre not asked this

This means limiting oneself to a single full meal and avoiding food between 
meals. Two other light meals, which together do not equal a full meal, may be taken   

during the day. Those whose work or health would be impaired are excused from fast 

and abstinence. Individual conscience should decide proper cause for excuse. A more  
serious reason is required to  excuse oneself from the Good Friday fast and abstinence.

        During the holy season of Lent, weõre emphasizing that the time before Mass should be a time for silent  prayer, 

when we prepare our hearts for an encounter with the Lord. Pope Francis once pointed out in one of his teachings, 
òWhen we go to Mass, maybe we arrive five minutes before, and we start to chitchat with those in front of usé
[However,]éòit is not meant for chitchat. It is a moment of silence for preparing ourselves for dialogue, a time for the 
heart to collect itself in order to prepare for the encounter with Jesus.ó He added, òSilence is so important.ó The Pope 

also spoke about how the Mass is not a show, but a place where we encounter the Lord. In this encounter, he said, 
silence is what òprepares us and accompanies us.ó 
        During Lent, the Cantor will call everyone to silence five minutes before Mass begins. Letõs all give each other the 
gift of silence, being quiet together in those last moments before Mass begins to prepare ourselves for Mass. Out of   

respect for each other, letõs give each other that special gift. Maybe we can cultivate that habit inside us, and it will 

continue even after Lent! Thank you for your cooperation.

IMPORTANT NOTICE AFFECTING ALL CHILDREN OF THE PARISH 

            As required by the Diocese of Rockville Centre, Sacrament of Initiation are to be celebrated in the home parish 
of the child. Therefore, all families of OLPH with children celebrating First Communion and Confirmation are to have 

their children celebrate those sacraments at OLPH. As Catholics, our faith identity is centered in our Eucharistic    

identity, namely, the Sunday worshipping community we belong to (where we celebrate Mass Sunday after Sunday). 
This community is our  primary community and the community in which our faith is lived, day in and day out. 

            Because of this, and because each year of religious formation builds on the prior one, all school-aged children 

who are parishioners of OLPH, regardless of where they attend school, must be registered with our Religious     

Education Office for all years of religious formation (not only for sacrament -preparation years). 

            Å Children in all grades who attend public school attend religion classes in our Religious  Education Program, 
and they and their parents also participate in various non-classroom religious  formation experiences. 

            Å Children in all grades who attend a Catholic elementary school need not attend the Religious Education    

classes, but they must be registered in the program, and they and their parents participate in all the non-classroom  

religious formation experiences, especially but not only in sacrament-preparation years. These children celebrate the 

sacraments here at OLPH, not at the parish of their elementary school. 

            Å Children in all grades who are homeschooled must also be registered with the Religious  Education Office; 
they may or may not be required to attend the Religious Education classes, depending on their homeschool curriculum,

A Win for Genuine Religious Freedom in California Schools  
 

 A parent lawsuit, brought by the Thomas More Society, forced California to drop 
a public school curriculum requirement that had students praying to Aztec gods. 

The curriculum included a section of "Affirmations, Chants, and Energizers" that 
prayed to five Aztec deities by name and title "that were invoked when the Aztecs 

worshipped with human sacrifices," said the special counsel.(1) The prayers and 
chants recognized these deities as sources of power and knowledge, invoked their assistance, and gave 

thanks to them. 
 

 "The Aztec prayers at issue ̍  which seek blessings from and the intercession of these demonic forces 

ˈ were not being taught as poetry or history," said Thomas More Society. "Rather, The Ethnic Studies 
Model Curriculum instructed students to chant the prayers for emotional nourishment after a 'lesson 

that may be emotionally taxing or even when student engagement may appear to be low.' The idea was 
to use them as prayers." (2) 

 

 "We are encouraged by this important, hard-fought victory. Our state has simply gone too far to        
promote fringe ideologies and racial grievance policies, even those that disregard established             

constitutional principles," said attorneys for the California Equal Rights Foundation.(3) 
 

"Satan Clubs" Causing  Controversy in Public Schools 

 School officials and parents are trying to decide how to deal with what are being called "Satan Clubs" 

cropping up in schools, specifically in Illinois and Ohio, in a mistaken belief that these clubs have First 
Amendment Religious Freedom rights. They do not. 
 

 Recently, a K-5 school in Lebanon, Ohio that historically made space available for an after-school 
Christian program called "Good News" has provided space to a club calling itself "The Satanic Temple 

After-School Satan Club."(4) 

 

 "The district does not and is not legally allowed to discriminate against any groups who wish to rent 
our facilities, including religiously-affiliated groups," said a district spokesperson.(5) However, Satanism 

is the opposite of religion since it directly attacks the foundation of religion ̍  "the existence of a      
Creator who is the source of unalienable rights."(6)

Whoever is in Christ is a new creation:  

the old things have passed away; behold, new things have come. 2 Corinthians 5:17

Take time each day to read the daily readings of the Church. 

Joshua 5:9a, 10-12 

This first reading, though brief, tells of how the Israelites finally came home.  It 

takes place just after they have crossed the Jordan River into the land òflowing with 

milk and honeyó promised to them by God, and just before they begin a campaign 

to claim the land with the battle for Jericho.   The Lord finally removed the reproach 

that required the Israelites to wander in the desert for forty years as a result of their 

disobedience.  After celebrating Passover one more time, the manna that sustained 

them in their long sojourn ceased because they would no longer need it.  God was 

welcoming them home. 

  

2 Corinthians 5:17-21 

Just as the Israelites began a new life when they reached the Promised Land, Paul 

declares that we too begin a new life when we are in Jesus.  We are a ònew          

creationó and all the old things have passed away.  Paul preaches the ministry of 

reconciliation that he has been given to proclaim ð God has reconciled the world to 

himself through his son Jesus.  That means that God forgives us our sins because 

Jesus took them all on his shoulders when he climbed up on the cross.  We donõt 

have to carry them any more.   We too can go home to the Father.  What wonderful 

news!

Jesus also tells a story about coming home.  He tells us that there is no one who 

doesnõt need to rely on Godõs mercy, whether itõs the prodigal son who has clearly 

strayed from the path or the resentful older brother who nurses anger and             

resentment in his heart because heõs always done the right thing and is jealous that 

his father has so easily forgiven his brother.  In which brother do we see                

ourselves?  But it doesnõt matter since the loving father goes out to meet each of 

them with unconditional mercy and open arms.  We cannot exhaust the mercy of 

God and we can always rely on him as the loving Father who will always welcome 

us home.

1. When the Pharisees accused him of 
eating with sinners, Jesus responded 

with the parable of the Prodigal Son. In 
what way was Jesus òprodigaló? What 
was Jesus telling us about Godõs      

forgiveness? In the story did the son 
have to ask for forgiveness or did he 

just start on the road back home? Is it 
difficult for you to ask for forgiveness? 
What are your feelings about the older 

brotherõs behavior in this parable? 

2. How does the story end? Does the 

older brother take part in the           
celebration or not? According to Pope 

Francis, how will  creating òa culture 
of mercyó make the story end well?    

òBy his unwillingness to take part in 

the celebration, the older son fails not 

only to  recognize his brother, but his 

father as well. é 

The Gospel parable leaves us with an 

open ending. We see the father asking 

the older son to come in and share in 

the celebration of mercy. The Gospel 

writer says nothing about what the son 

decided. Did he join the party? We can 

imagine that this open ending is meant 

to be written by each individual and 

every community. We can complete it 

by the way we live, the way we regard 

others, and how we treat our neighbor. 

The Christian knows that in the      

Fatherõs house there are many rooms. 

The only ones who remain outside are 

those who choose not to share in his joy. 
 

I encourage you to continue to let the 

culture of mercy grow, a culture in 

which no one looks at others with      

indifference, or averts his eyes in the face 

of their suffering (cf. Misericordia et 

Misera, 20). Keep close to the little ones 

and the poor, and to all those who     

are rejected, abandoned and ignored.     

Continue to be a sign of the Fatherõs 

loving embrace.ó
