worship on a more regular basis. This day was 

made by the Lord; let us rejoice and be glad! How 

much we need this Easter feast after what we 
have all been through over the past two-plus 
years! 

    Easter is our greatest feast and the center 
of the liturgical year; itõs important for us to 

make sure we give it the centrality it deserves.

elsewhere in this bulletin that explains the 

meaning of the liturgical season and highlights 
some important liturgical elements. 

 
Easter Sunday Vespers (Evening Prayer) 

    The Sacred Paschal Triduum, our three 
holiest days of the year, began on Holy      

Thursday evening with the Mass of the Lordõs 
Supper and ends tonight, Easter Sunday night, 

with Easter Sunday Vespers (Evening Prayer). I 
hope these Great Three Days have truly been 

holy days for you, days that were òtime outside 
of timeó that allowed you to enter into the great 

mysteries of our salvation. 
    I would like to encourage everyone to  

celebrate Easter Sunday by praying Evening 
Prayer with your family or with others; it 
would be a great way to mark the day at the 

end of the day. We have included an insert in 
this bulletin which gives a simple prayer service 

that you can use. Perhaps you could use this as 

your prayer before your big meal on Easter 

Sunday. Letõs do all we can to celebrate our 
faith in every circumstance and situation, and 
to bring our faith traditions from the church 

building right into our homes! Look for our  
special Easter Sunday Vespers insert. 

 
Special Easter Time devotion: The Stations of the 

Resurrection̍ this Friday! 

    Be sure to join us for the special Easter 

Time devotion we are praying for the first time 
this year. Itõs called The Stations of the        
Resurrection, also known as the Via Lucis (the 

òWay of Lightó). Itõs similar in format to the 
Stations of the Cross, but these Stations focus 

on the resurrection appearances of Christ,    
making it a beautiful meditation on the Risen 

Christ. We will gather to pray this devotion on 
this coming Friday, the Friday within the      
Octave of Easter (òEaster Fridayó), April 22.

alleluia. (These elements end on weekdays after

    Since our custom here at OLPH is to    
celebrate Solemnities celebrated during the 

week with music at the 12:15 p.m. daily Mass, 
we will have the joy of having music at that 

Mass every day this week (including the        
Saturday 8:00 a.m. Mass) on these Solemnities 

which are the Octave of Easter. Alleluia!

    Elsewhere in this bulletin we have        

included a special ritual for Blessing Your 

Home at Easter. It is traditional to bless the 

home during Easter Time, and I encourage 

each and every family to pray that blessing    
together at home. Itõs a ritual that you can pray 
yourself, using holy water.

would like your house blessed by one of the 
priests, just ask uséwe would be very happy to 

come and do a blessing at some point during 
the fifty days of Easter Time!

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THE MEANING OF THE SEASON 
   Alleluia! He is risen! The fifty days from Easter Sunday to         
Pentecost are celebrated in joyful exultation as one feast day, or better, 
as one ñgreat Sunday.ò With Easter Sunday we begin Fifty Days of 
rejoicing. 
 
   During these Fifty Days the Church continues to instruct the     
neophytes (the newly baptized) about the new life they have embraced. 
In the process, all of us are called to reflect on the meaning of our    
baptism and on what living the baptized life looks like. What does it 
mean to live the resurrected life of Christ? What does it mean to be 
Church? How do we live life now that we have died with Christ and 

have been raised up with Him? 
 
   The neophytes spend this time in post-baptismal formation (which is also referred to as mystagogical  
catechesis). It is an opportunity to unpack their experience of the Easter sacraments and to reflect on what it 
all means for their life now as members of the Church. 
 
    The readings of the Sundays of Easter Time offer the opportunity for such reflection. This year, the first 
readings of these Sundays are from the Acts of the Apostles (as they are every year), the second readings are 
from the Book of Revelation, and the Gospels are from St. John. The readings from Acts give us a picture of 
life in the early Church, as the apostles began preaching the good news of the resurrection, encountering both 
joyful welcome and opposition. The readings from Revelation might seem difficult to understand because of 
all the complex symbolism in that book, but there is a very simple main message: Jesus Christ is Lord! Christ 
has triumphed over all that could cause us to be separated from God, so during Easter Time these readings 
from the Book of Revelation present a portrait of the Risen Christ and are inspired by that vision. The Gospel 
stories present the Lord as the Risen One, the Good Shepherd and the One who promises the Spirit to 
strengthen and sustain the Church.  The Gospels from St. John present us with a Jesus who has been Lord 
from the start of time. St. John uses many metaphors to help us understand our relationship with the 
Lordˈthe Good Shepherd, the True Vine, and the Bread of Life are important images in St. Johnôs Gospel. 
 
    These readings offer not only the neophytes, but also all of us, the chance to reflect on the meaning and 
shape of our life of faith together. Like the early Church, we are a people shaped by the resurrection, a people 
called to share our joy and the good news with others, a people freed from sin and filled with the life of the 
Holy Spirit, a people who constantly give thanks for all Godôs gifts, a people who have risen from the font to 
a whole new way of life. 
 

FIFTY DAYS OF CELEBRATION 
    Part of the challenge of Easter is learning how to celebrate a      
fifty-day feast! Perhaps as Catholics we find it easier to do penance than 
to celebrate; we find it easier to observe the forty days of Lent than the 
fifty days of Easter. Part of the problem lies with placing too much 
stress on Lent as ñtheò religious period for Catholics. For many people, 
unfortunately, Easter Sunday still seems to be simply the end point of 
Lent; come Easter Monday, itôs back to everyday life as usual.  
 
    The truth is, however, that we are called to maintain the festivity 
and celebration throughout the entire fifty-day period as one joyful feast; 
thereôs an entire season following Easter Sunday that should be anything 
but everyday life as usual. Easter, Ascension, and Pentecost are not three 
separate, independent feast days, each with its own themes. They are all 
part of the one Easter celebration. 

THE FIFTY DAYS OF EASTER TIME 

April 17, 2022  
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THE STRUCTURE OF THE SEASON 
Easter Time is composed of three phases, but these internal variations in rhythm never should eclipse its unity 
as the great Fifty Days. 
 
1. The Octave: The first eight days are celebrated almost as one exuberant festival, with each day celebrated as 
a Solemnity. The tradition of mystagogical catechesis during this time influenced the selection of the        
Scriptural passages. Since each day has the liturgical rank of Solemnity, we will have music at the 12:15 p.m. 
weekday Mass Monday through Friday and at the 8:00 a.m. Mass on Saturday of Easter Week. 
 
2. The 31 middle days: The Gospels of the Sundays give focus to the season of Easter Time. The first three 
Sundays of Easter relate post-resurrection appearances. The Fourth Sunday always focuses on the powerful 
image of the Good Shepherd. The next three Sundays of the season (and many of the weekdays nearby) draw 
from what has come to be known as the ñfarewell discourseò or ñhigh-priestly prayerò in the Gospel of John. 
(While this paschal season can include references and hymns to Mary, the paschal references and overall unity 
of the Fifty Days should not be compromised by excess attention to May as ñMaryôs month.ò) 
 
3. The final days: The season does not end on Ascension Thursday! Over the following nine days (the original 
novena!) and then on Pentecost day itself, we are invited into intense prayer for the gift of the Holy Spirit.  
Easter Time ends at the conclusion of Pentecost Sunday. 

 

NOVENA TO THE HOLY SPIRIT 
To highlight the ñoriginal novenaò of the nine days between Ascension and Pentecost, 
and to focus on those days as days of intensely praying for the coming of the Holy 
Spirit, OLPH Parish will engage in a Novena to the Holy Spirit. Look for more        
information on this later in Easter Time. 

 

CHURCH ENVIRONMENT DURINGEASTER TIME 

AND CELEBRATING THE SEASON 
Many rich symbols and images pervade the Fifty Days, linked in various ways to initiation. The resurrection 
inaugurates a new creation, the eighth day, a new Pentecost, a new covenant, a new way of life. 
 
The Paschal Candle will remain prominently displayed near the ambo during the Fifty Days, and it will be lit 
for all liturgical celebrations. The new holy oils used in the celebration of the sacraments have been enthroned 
in our ambry. 
 
New life will abound in our parish as we celebrate the Sacraments of Initiation throughout Easter Time.      
Children will be celebrating their First Holy Communion at certain Sunday Masses throughout Easter Time 
and at two Saturday morning Masses at 11:00 a.m. on May 7 and May 14. The Sacrament of Confirmation 
will be celebrated for our teens on Monday, May 23, with Bishop Robert Coyle presiding, and for adults at the 
Vigil Mass for Pentecost on Saturday evening, June 4. Other adults, already baptized, will join or complete 
their initiation into the Catholic Church at Masses during Easter Time. These events are connected as part of 
the Easter complex of initiation rites, as Easter is the season par excellence for celebrating initiation. 
 
We will highlight the initiatory character of Easter Time each Sunday by beginning Mass with the Rite for 
Blessing and Sprinkling of Water, recalling our baptism. Also, we will continue to use the Apostlesô Creed 
during Easter Time, since that Creed is often referred to as the ñBaptismal Symbol of Faith.ò 
 
Also, there is a strong tradition of blessing homes during Easter Time, a blessing which can be arranged for 
with one of the priests by calling the rectory, or by using the home blessing provided elsewhere in this        
bulletin. 
 
As we celebrate the Fifty Days of Easter Time together, may we all come to a deeper appreciation of the Risen 
Lordôs presence in our midst, as the Lord calls us to share in fullness of risen life with him through the        
sacraments and through our life together. 

April 17, 2022  
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Itôs traditional for families to bless their home sometime during the fifty days of Easter 
Time. Pick a special day and use this prayer service to bless your home and your family

All respond: Amen. 

Leader: Let us praise God, who fills our hearts and homes with peace. Blessed be God forever. 

All respond: Blessed be God forever. 

Leader: The Word became flesh and made his dwelling place among us. It is Christ, risen from the dead, who is 
our source of hope, joy, and comfort. May all who enter this home find Christõs light and love.  
 

(Now someone reads the Scripture reading, Luke 24-28-32:) 

Reader: Listen to the words of the holy Gospel according to Luke: 
As the disciples approached the village to which they were going, Jesus gave the impression that he was going on 
farther. But they urged him, òStay with us, for it is nearly evening and the day is almost over.ó So he went in to 
stay with them. And it happened that, while he was with them at table, he took bread, said the blessing, broke it, 
and gave it to them. With that their eyes were opened and they recognized him, but he vanished from their sight. 
Then they said to each other, òWere not our hearts burning within us while he spoke to us on the way and 
opened the scriptures to us?ó 
The Gospel of the Lord. 

All respond: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ. 
 

(The intercessions are then said:) 

Leader: The Son of God made his home among us. With thanks and praise let us call upon him. Our response 
will be: Stay with us, Lord. 

Leader: Lord Jesus Christ, through you every dwelling is a temple of holiness: build those who live in this house 
into the dwelling place of God in the Holy Spirit. We pray: 

All respond: Stay with us, Lord. 

Leader: Lord Jesus Christ, the disciples recognized you in the breaking of the bread: grant that the members of 
this family may be open always to the presence of Christ in Word and sacrament. We pray: 

All respond: Stay with us, Lord. 

Leader: Lord Jesus Christ, you appeared to the frightened Apostles and said, òPeace be with youó; grant that 
your abiding peace may remain with the members of this family. We pray: 

All respond: Stay with us, Lord. 
 

(After the intercessions, all pray the Lordõs Prayer:) 

Leader: Our Father... 
 

(After the Our Father, the leader prays the prayer of blessing with hands joined:) 

Leader: Lord, we rejoice in the victory of your Son over death: by rising from the tomb to new life he gives us 

new hope and promise. Bless all the members of this household and surround them with your protection, that 
they may find comfort and peace in Jesus Christ, the Paschal Lamb, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy 
Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. 

All respond: Amen. 
 

After the prayer, the leader may sprinkle those present and the home with holy water brought from the church. During the 

sprinkling the leader says:) 

Leader: Let this water call to mind our Baptism in Christ, who by his death and resurrection has redeemed us. 
 

(After the sprinkling, all make the sign of the cross as the leader concludes:) 

Leader: May Christ Jesus dwell with us, keep us from all harm, and make us one in mind and heart, now and 
forever. 

All respond: Amen.

Lecturas del domingo 17 de Abril del 2022 

Después de haber leído las lecturas lea estas reflexiones 
DOMINGO DE RESORECCION  

 Escuchamos ahora la Palabra de Dios con oídos y corazón abiertos y con gran alegría. Esta noche la Palabra de Dios habla 

de la liberación del pueblo de Dios, antiguo y nuevo, y por lo tanto, de cómo también nosotros hemos sido liberados por la 

muerte y resurrección de Jesús. 

Primera lectura (Hechos de los Apóstoles (10: 34ª,37-43) 

Pedro propone un mensaje de paz que consiste no en solo decir que se acoge a todo el mundo, sino que además se funda en el 

sacrificio del servidor que Dios mismo avía consagrado. 

Segunda lectura (Colosenses 3:1-4) Aquí encontramos lo que ya se dijo sobre el Bautizo que nos une a Cristo y nos hace partici-

pes de todas sus riquezas. Ya que Cristo desapareció para el mundo. Nosotros también nos apartamos de todas las cosas terre-

nas para unir lo mejor de nuestra vida a Cristo. Lo que nos mueve a actuar no se ve y no es de la tierra. Solo Dios conoce la 

riqueza del  corazón del Creyente.  

Lectura del Sato Evangelio según (San Juan 20:1-9)   

Pedro y Juan han acudido presurosos al sepulcro, muy de mañana, cuando las mujeres han venido a anunciarles, despavori-

das, que no han hallado el cuerpo del Señor. Piensan que alguien lo ha robado y les horroriza la idea. Los discípulos vienen 

entonces al monumento, y no encuentran nada. Todo como lo han dicho las mujeres. Pero Juan, el predilecto, ya ha comen-

zado a entrar en el misterio: ve las vendas en el suelo y el sudario enrollado aparte. Y comenta: òVio y crey·ó. Y confiesa 

ingenuamente su falta de fe y de comprensión de las palabras anunciadas por el Señor: "Pues hasta entonces no habían enten-

dido la Escritura: que Él debía de resucitar de entre los muertos". 

¿Qué fue lo que vio esa mañana? Seguramente la sábana santa en perfectas condiciones, no rota ni rasgada por ninguna parte. 

Intacta, como la habían dejado en el momento de la sepultura. Sólo que ahora está vacía, como desinflada; como si el cuerpo 

de Jesús se hubiera desaparecido sin dejar ni rastro. Entendió entonces lo sucedido: ¡había resucitado! Pero Juan vio sólo 

unos indicios, y con su fe llegó mucho más allá de lo que veían sus sentidos. Con los ojos del cuerpo vio unas vendas, pero 

con los ojos del alma descubrió al Resucitado; con los ojos corporales vio una materia corruptible, pero con los ojos del espíri-

tu vio al Dios vencedor de la muerte. 

Lo que nos enseñan todas las narraciones evangélicas de la Pascua es que, para descubrir y reconocer a Cristo resucitado, ya 

no basta mirarlo con los mismos ojos de antes. Es preciso entrar en una óptica distinta, en una dimensión nueva: la de la fe. 

Todos los días que van desde la resurrección hasta la ascensión del Señor al cielo será otro período importantísimo para la 

vida de los apóstoles. Jesús los enseñará ahora a saber reconocerlo por medio de los signos, por los indicios. Ya no será la 

evidencia natural, como antes, sino su presencia espiritual la que los guiará. Y así será a partir de ahora su acción en la vida 

de la Iglesia. 
\  
Eso les pasó a los discípulos. Y eso nos ocurre también a nosotros. Al igual que a ellos, Cristo se nos "aparece" constantemen-

te en nuestra vida de todos los días, pero muy difícilmente lo reconocemos. Porque nos falta la visión de la fe. Y hemos de 

aprender a descubrirlo y a experimentarlo en el fondo de nuestra alma por la fe y el amor. 
\  
Y esta experiencia en la fe ha de llevarnos paulatinamente a una transformación interior de nuestro ser a la luz de Cristo resu-

citado. "que lleve ala purificación total del hombre, la liberación de sus egoísmos, de su sensualidad, de sus complejos; purifi-

cación que, aunque implica una fase de limpieza y saneamiento interior -por medio de los sacramentos- sin embargo, se reali-

za de manera positiva, con dones de plenitud, como es la iluminación del Espíritu, la vitalización del ser por una vida nueva, 

que desborda gozo y paz, suma de todos los bienes mesiánicos; en una palabra, la presencia del 

Señor resucitado". 

En efecto, san Pablo lo expresó con incontenible emoción en este texto, que recoge la segunda lec-

tura de este domingo de Pascua: "Si habéis resucitado con Cristo, buscad las cosas de allá arriba, 

donde está Cristo sentado a la derecha de Dios; aspirad a los bienes de arriba, no a los de la tierra. 

Porque habéis muerto, y vuestra vida está escondida con Cristo en Dios. Cuando aparezca Cristo, 

vida nuestra, entonces también vosotros apareceréis, juntamente con Él, en gloria" (Col 3, 1-4).

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Acts of the Apostles 5:12-16 
How quickly things can change!  Just a short time before the events that we 
hear in this first reading Peter had denied Jesus three times and fled from 
his side.  Now, he is an esteemed leader, renowned among both believers 
and unbelievers for the power of God that flows through him.  His shadow 
is enough to heal and his words win large numbers to the Lord.  The other 
apostles too worked signs and wonders that brought many people to be 
added to the community of believers.  This is a powerful reminder how 
faith in the risen Christ can bring great changes in our lives, too. 
  

Revelation 1:9-11a, 12-13, 17-19 
This reading is the first of six that we will hear in the coming weeks from 
the book of Revelation, sometimes known by its Greek title Apocalypse.  For 

his efforts on behalf of the Gospel, John was exiled to the island of          
Patmos.  One Sunday, the Spirit takes hold of him and he has a vision of 
the resurrected and glorified Jesus, òthe one who was dead, but now [is] 
alive forever and ever.ó  Written to encourage persecuted believers in the 
first century, Johnõs vision reminds us that Jesus is not dead but alive and 
that he is the only one to hold the keys to everlasting life. 
  

John 20:19-31 
Todayõs Gospel is for all of us who have not seen Jesus but still               
believe.  The first apostles were given the great grace of seeing the risen  
Jesus face to face, of talking and even eating with him.  But we, two        
thousand years removed from these awesome events, are like Thomas at 
times.  We struggle with belief.  We have moments of doubt and              
uncertainty.  But day after day, in season and out, we profess with our lips 
and believe in our hearts that Jesus is our Lord and God.  Because of this, 
Jesus calls us òblessed.ó  What good news!
