Primer Lectura (Génesis 18,1-10a): No Pases de Largo ante Tu Siervo 

Abrahán acoge al extraño con exquisita hospitalidad, sin saber, al principio, que está recibiendo a Dios mismo. Dios da a 

Abrahán más de lo que Abrahán pudiera dar a Dios: el hijo de la promesa. 
 

Segunda Lectura (Colosenses 1,24-28): Háganse Perfectos en Cristo 

Pablo está contento de sufrir por Cristo y de darlo a conocer a muchos otros. Quiere que Cristo habite en todos, que todos se 

hagan perfectos en Cristo. 
 

Evangelio (Lucas 10, 38-42): María Ha Escogido la Mejor Parte 

Marta y María acogen a Jesús en su casa como su huésped. María se preocupa por dar a su huésped todo lo que necesita; Ma-

ría está atenta a él como persona; le da su atención personal y recibe su palabra.  
 

La historia de Marta y María (Lc 10:38ð42) también pone la generosidad en el contexto del amor por Dios. Marta trabaja 

para preparar la cena, mientras María se sienta y escucha a Jesús. Marta le pide a Jesús que reprenda a su hermana porque no 

le ayuda, pero en cambio, Jesús elogia a María. Desafortunadamente, esta historia ha sido interpretada de maneras cuestiona-

bles, convirtiendo a Marta en el modelo de todo lo que está mal en la vida de las ocupaciones y distracciones, o lo que la igle-

sia medieval llamaba la vida activa o laboral, que era permitida pero inferior a la vida perfecta de contemplación o monacato. 

Esta historia se debe leer con el telón de fondo del Evangelio de Lucas como un todo, en donde el trabajo de la hospitalidad 

(una forma vital de generosidad en el Cercano Oriente antiguo) es una de las señales más importantes de la llegada del reino 

de Dios.[1] 
 

María y Marta no eran enemigas, eran hermanas. No se puede interpretar razonablemente a dos hermanas que discuten por 

las tareas del hogar como una batalla entre modos incompatibles de vida. Jesús no le resta importancia al servicio generoso de 

Marta. La cuestión es que sus preocupaciones muestran que su servicio debe cimentarse en la clase de amor de María por Él. 

Juntas, las hermanas personifican la verdad de que la generosidad y el amor de Dios son realidades que se entrelazan. Marta 

tiene la clase de generosidad que Jesús elogia en Lucas 14:12ð14, porque Él no puede pagarle en especie. Al sentarse a los 

pies de Jesús, María muestra que todo nuestro servicio debe estar cimentado en una relación personal y viva con Él. Seguir a 

Cristo significa imitar a Marta y María: ser generoso s y amar a Dios. Estos aspectos se reafirman mutuamente, igual que la 

relación entre las dos hermanas.

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Genesis 18:20-32 
Last week we heard of Abrahamõs meal with three divine visitors who       
promised him a son within the year. Today, we hear that the purpose of their 
journey to the nearby towns of Sodom and Gomorrah is to judge whether or 
not to destroy them because of their wickedness. Why does God tell Abraham 
this? Since Abraham has been chosen to be the father of nations, he needs to 
know the consequence of sin in order to teach his children to do what is right 
and just in Godõs eyes. But also notice how God doesnõt need much             
persuading from Abraham to be merciful to the just people who live in those 
cities. Perhaps he is also teaching Abraham to be likewise merciful. Thatõs a 
good reminder for us in this Year of Mercy. 
 
 

Colossians 2:12-14 

Sin, Paul tells us, puts us under a legal obligation. The weight of that          
enormous debt incurred by our sins would crush us. We could never repay 
it.  Thatõs why Jesus took that obligation upon himself and paid for it in full by 
his suffering and death on the cross. In effect, Jesus took our IOU and, as Paul 
puts it, nails it to the cross. Now we are free of debt. Even new sins we commit 
are paid for in full because of Christõs generous act which has erased all past 
and future debt. All of this is true for us since we have participated in his death 
and resurrection through our baptism. God showed us his great love and mercy 
by doing this for us even while we were dead in sin. Since we could not act on 
our own behalf, God did it for us. This is the very heart of the Good News and 
a cause for great rejoicing. 
 

 

Luke 11:1-13 
Jesus teaches us how to pray not only by giving us the words to use but also by 
telling us the attitude to have: donõt multiply words, but be persistent. Jesus        
encourages the believer to pray and to pray insistently. Jesus tells us that such 
prayer will be effective. Those who ask will receive and those who seek will 

find. There is no doubt φ Jesus makes us a promise that it is so. And he says 

that our Father will give us good things beyond what any earthly father can 
provide: God will give us his Holy Spirit.

1. In giving us the òLordõs Prayer,ó 

does Jesus include us with him as 

brothers and sisters with God as our 

father? Why does Pope Francis say 

that this might be the most precious 

gift Jesus gave us during his earthly 

mission? 

òHe delivers the òLordõs Prayeró to 

them, perhaps the most precious gift 

left to us by the Divine Master during 

his earthly mission. After revealing to 

us his mystery as Son and brother, 

with that prayer Jesus allows us to 

enter into Godõs paternity. I want to 

underscore this: when Jesus teaches us 

the òOur Father,ó he allows us to 

enter into Godõs paternity and he 

points the way to enter into a       

prayerful and direct dialogue with 

him, through the path of filial        

intimacy. It is a dialogue between a 

father and his son, of a son with his 

father. 

What we ask in the òOur Fatheró is 

already fulfilled for us in his           

Only-begotten Son: the sanctification 

of the Name, the advent of the       

Kingdom, the gift of bread, of       

forgiveness and of   delivery from evil. 

As we ask, we open our hand to    

receive. To receive the gifts that the 

Father has shown us in his Son, é 

always in communion with our broth-

ers and sisters. é We often feel the 

need to stop at the first word, 

òFather,ó and feel that paternity in 

our heart.ó
