As required by the Diocese of Rockville Centre, Sacraments of Initiation are to pe
celebrated in the home parish of the child. Therefore, all families of OLPH with childrgn
celebrating First Communion and Confirmation are to have their childrercelebrate thos
sacraments at OLPH. As Catholics, our faith identity is centered in our Eucharistic identity,
namely, the Sunday worshipping community we belong to (where we celebrate Mass Sunflay
after Sunday). This community is our primary community and the community in which ou
faith is lived, day in and day out.

Because of this, and because each year of religious formation builds on the prior @i
school-aged children who are parishioners of OLPH, regardless of where they attend school
must be registered with our Religious Education Office for all years of religious formation
(not only for sacrament-preparation years).

A Chiinh all grades who attend public school attend religion classes in our Religious
Education Program, and they and their parents also participate in various ngtassroom
religious formation experiences.

A Chiih algrades who attend aCatholic elementary school need not attend the
Religious Education classes, but theynust be registered in the program and they and theil
parents participate in all the norclassroom religious formation experiences, especially but rjot
only in sacramentpreparation years.These children celebrate the sacraments here at OLPH
not at the parish of their elementary school.

A Chiinh all grades who are homeschooledmust also be registered with the Religiods
Education Office. They may or may not be required to attend the Religious Education clasges,
depending on their homeschool curriculum, but regardless, the homeschooled children and their
parents are to attend the various neolassroom formation experiences, especially but not only jin
sacramenipreparation years.These children celebrate the sacraments here at OLPH
